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Planned Parenthood and Teens

In their 2006-2007 Annual Report, Planned Parenthood reported income form their “Health Centers” of
$356.9 million! This is part of the $1,017 million dollar total income, which included $336.7 million in

government contracts and grants — our tax money.

These figures are $115 million higher than the previous year.

A report section headed “Planned Parenthood: Educating Women, Teens, and Families” explains that
PPFA “serves as a leader in advancing sexual health by providing medically accurate, age-appropriate

(emphasis added) sexuality information and education.”

Sounds o.k., right? Not so, according to Matt Barber, Director of Cultural Affairs with Liberty Counsel and

Associate Dean at the Liberty University School of Law.

He explains in his 9/1/08 Townhall.com article, “Teen Sex? Please Do! — Planned Parenthood.” PP invites
teens to www.takecaredownthere.org where “public service” video vignettes promote casual sex, immodesty,

homosexuality, and even group sex.

It seems that “age appropriate sexuality information” is for anyone past puberty — who may be girls as young
as nine. PP wants to stay in business which means they continually need new ‘customers.” Women beyond

child-bearing years no longer need PP’s services.

One of the reasons our teen pregnancy and abortion rate is so high is because of Planned Parenthood’s
relentless targeting of our young people. Americans need to understand that most teen abortions don’t start

when a girl walks into a PP abortuary.
